Physics Test Correction Policy

In an effort to maximize student understanding of the physics curriculum, I 

am offering a test correction opportunity in physics. If a student scores below a 

70% on a unit test, a student will have the opportunity to correct the questions 

missed on the test to improve their test grade. Certain conditions will need to be 

met to earn this opportunity and the maximum grade a student can earn is a 70%. 

Conditions for earning test corrections:

1. All homework and labs associated with the test must be completed. Any 

missing work must be completed at school in order to earn this opportunity. 

Students will forfeit the opportunity for test corrections if they have missing 

assignments associated with the test. 

2. Test corrections will be completed within one week of when the tests have 

been graded; this date will be announced in class. 

3. Test corrections will take place during lunch in 5200 or at a mutual agreed time 

with Mrs. Hale present.   Students may use their homework and textbook to assist 
them.  But, may not receive assistance from other students.  
4. For each question corrected, the student will earn back half the points. The total 
amount of points will then be added to the original score up to a maximum of 70%. 
The new grade will replace the original grade in PowerSchool. 

5. A maximum of two tests per semester may be corrected.
